La Danza Sensibile with Claude Coldy e La voce di sé e del circostante con Tomasella Calvisi
C.Coly and T. Calvisi will co-teach throughout the entire workshop bringing together their refined work of movement and voice.

La Danza Sensibile with Claude Coldy
Work on the deeper dimension of the body and conscious movement, a valuable source of inspiration and guidance in the
composition of a dance.

In this workshop Claude offers a look at La Danza Sensibile for people who have the foundations of a bodily practice of dance,
theater, martial arts, inviting them to enter the deep dimension of body experience, from the most dense to more subtle.
Some items offered during the practices are: Origin and structure of the vertical through some stages of a phylogenetic tree; The
beginning of a movement; internal movement and external movement; The sense and nonsense of movement; Laws and cycles of
the elements; Touch, vision and presence; Self-expression and creativity; The rhythms in La Danza Sensibile; Birth of a dance.

La voce di sé e del circostante con Tomasella Calvisi

The roots of our language in vocal elements 
Prior to interpret his or her own body as an instrument the performing artist should consider it as a place to visit. A certain way of
breathing can facilitate the understanding of the body and make it an open place, a place of listening, a place of exchange.
Regaining confidence with the breath allows for greater spaciousness for our feelings. This path leads to a more detailed listening to
what is already happening, with absolutely no emphasis on our memory and the surrounding environment. Listening and
recognizing sound becomes so pure, a real experience that develops flexible tools within us. This intimate quest for authenticity
enriches any form of language and becomes a way to evoke and offer our experiences. 

Claude Coldy: dancer and choreographer, conducts seminars La Danza Sensibile study and nature in various Italian cities and
countries in Europe. La Danza Sensibile was founded in 1990 from the meeting between Claude Coldy and a pair of French
osteopaths: Marie Guyon and Jean Louis Dupuy.

Tomasella Calvisi: Vocalist, composer and performer, holds seminars and private voice lessons in its many forms. She studied with
the actress G. Bartolomei. She creates original music for dance (S. Bucci, C. Sagna, R. Giordano) and various sound installations.
Performed music by S. Bussotti, L. Berio, and N. Piovani. Works with musicians P. Fresu, C. Lugo, Tenores Bitti and actor F.
DiFrancescantonio.

‘Time and the music mind' with Julyen Hamilton (GB/ESP)

Hamilton's pedagogy centers on how the dancer/performer creates instantly in performance with main areas of study being space,
time, voice and dramaturgy. This workshop will be focus upon the idea of the ‘musical mind, as we understand events and how they
are placed in relationship with a sense of time, and with their inherent musicality.

Julyen Hamilton is also well respected for his teaching which reflects his research and development into efficient ways in which
improvisational creativity can evolve and technique skills might be imparted. He is regularly invited to teach in major training
centers throughout the world, his pedagogy centering on the elements of space, time, voice and dramaturgy.

'EASTER Contact Improvisation Jam in NATURE' and live music with Scott Smith (USA/GB)

Easter in nature with Contact Improvisation Jam, classes, performance, improvisation and live music. The classes and warm-ups for
the jam are guided by Scott Smith, and will include material for physical exploration and movement perception towards contact.
Other CI work sessions will be lead by Charlotte Zerbey and other Italian Contact teachers. The jam sessions and classes, the
performances and improvisations with live music, immerge the dancer in the creativity utilizing Contact Improvisation as an
instrument of dialogue and common ground.

Scott Smith teaches movement, creates performances and music; and collaborates with other collectives. His early training and
professional experience included modern and classical dance forms. As antidote, his current practice is concerned with movement
and improvisational focuses. He is currently living in the UK, from where he teaches internationally, provides live music and
recordings for performance projects and video, and creates solo and collaborative performance/media works.

The piece is composed in relationship to the Well-
Tempered Clavier by J.S. Bach, in which Maria Muñoz combines the dance to some preludes which are played live with the memory
of some fugues danced in silence. The performer's presence develops within a pure work of movement.

'This is my take on the beyond as it resides right in the here and now.'
'The Immaterial World' has been performed in The States / Russia / the UK and throughout the rest of Europe since its première in
2012. 

Julyen Hamilton is a dancer / choreographer / poet and teacher. He has been making dances for over 35 years performing dance
work throughout the world. His work is mostly improvised: he composes dance works instantly as well as the texts which mostly
accompany them. Since the 80's he has performed in close collaboration with many live musicians from all over Europe*. It is with
some of these musicians that he gives readings of his poetry. When working with his company 'Allen's Line' he directs dancers and
lighting designers to make and perform work through this same immediacy. 

Hr. 21.00 - Frans Poelstra & Robert Steijn, 'LOST IN SPACE' 
Lost in Space investigates the question how to connect with a world where gravity lost its meaning and nothing is certain anymore,
Two human bodies lingering through a stripped down concert where musical instruments lose their stillness and lights fade out on
their own. They act like twins in their actions to limit their movements towards the essential.

United Sorry is a collaboration between Frans Poelstra and Robert Steijn. Besides making work for the theater, they also make
performances for galleries, museums, festival - openings and – endings. Their work emphasizes the necessity of playfulness in
imagination, behaving and thinking, but they also want to stimulate the listening to the senses, and they can’t help it to make a
reflecting kind of poetry of topics that are in the centre of the public debate (within the art-field or in the mass media).

Peter Jasko was born in 1982 in Liptovsky Mikulas, Slovakia. He took his first dance classes at the folk dance company Dumbier
Slovakia, where he stood 11 years. From 1996 to 2001, Peter studied and graduated at the Conservatory J.L.Bella of dance, Banska
Bystrica, Slovakia. He continued his higher education at the University of Music and Dramatic Arts in Bratislava before entering at
the international school of dance P.A.R.T.S. in Brussels (2002), under the direction of Anna Teresa de Keersmaeker. Since 8 years,
Peter is collaborating with David Zambrano as a performer, and also as an assistant for his classes and workshops.

A limerick is a brief poetic component of which contains nonsense, very rigorous, but with infinite exceptions. The performance
proceeds in continuous intersections between dance, music, voice, and word, bringing out work on extemporary composition. The
composition is fed by the mobility of thought, communicative dynamicity and plurality of vision that reflect, in the performative act,
a proceeding of collective intelligence.

Charlotte Zerbey and Alessandro Certini’s artistic projects share a common vision of the body: a subjective yet vibrant
physical/emotional/spiritual vehicle found within a system of relations and changes that each particular creative project calls fourth.
Within their artistic exploration, conducted in Europe since 1979, they have brought together dancers, musicians, video artists
interested in the act of performing in the precarious vitality of the present moment. They have founded Company Blu, contemporary
dance company in 9189 and are in residence at Teatro della Limonaia in Sesto Fiorentino, with support of: Italian Ministry of
Culture, Tuscan Region, Florence Province, and City of Sesto Fiorentino.

The roots of our language in vocal elements 
Prior to interpret his or her own body as an instrument the performing artist should consider it as a place to visit. A certain way of
breathing can facilitate the understanding of the body and make it an open place, a place of listening, a place of exchange.
Regaining confidence with the breath allows for greater spaciousness for our feelings. This path leads to a more detailed listening to
what is already happening, with absolutely no emphasis on our memory and the surrounding environment. Listening and
recognizing sound becomes so pure, a real experience that develops flexible tools within us. This intimate quest for authenticity
enriches any form of language and becomes a way to evoke and offer our experiences. 

Claude Coldy: dancer and choreographer, conducts seminars La Danza Sensibile study and nature in various Italian cities and
countries in Europe. La Danza Sensibile was founded in 1990 from the meeting between Claude Coldy and a pair of French
osteopaths: Marie Guyon and Jean Louis Dupuy.

Tomasella Calvisi: Vocalist, composer and performer, holds seminars and private voice lessons in its many forms. She studied with
the actress G. Bartolomei.
